Interview with Jasna Konstandinovi¢ - Head of Accounting
and Zorana Zivkovi¢ - Legal, Personnel and Administrative
Assistant at school

Minja: Good afternoon! Please infroduce yourself:

Zorana: | am Zorana Zivkovié, the legal, personnel and administrative affairs assistant
at the school.

Jasna: | am Jasna Konstandinovié - the head of accounting at the school.
Pavle: How would you describe yourself in 3 words?

Zorana (laughs): Hardworking, light spirited and humorous.

Jasna: Responsible, diligent, expeditious.

Minja: What does a school administrative worker do and how long have you been
doing this job?

Zorana: Uuuuh. In January it will be 19 years of working at the school. | worked at
»Vidovdan“ ,school for kids with special needs, for 13 and a half years, and | have
been at Branko for 5 years. An administrative worker does everything that others
don't want to do and avoid (laughter). | file papers, distribute necessary documents
to colleagues at the school, pack mail, receive mail, make necessary lists, keep
student records, make payments for student books, organize excursions, do various
correspondence, open e-mails, and respond to them. Everything that is needed by
employees and students, mostly, goes through me and the head of accounting.
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Jasna: | have been working as a head of accounting since 2015. Before that, |
worked as an administrative and financial worker, more precisely since 1999. The
duties of a head of accounting include everything: from receiving invoices, paying
invoices, preparing financial plans and their implementation, preparing business
reports, public procurement reports, periodic, annual financial reports, recording all
changes that occur, i.e. complete finances.

Pavle: Is your job stressful?

Zorana: Oh, yes. Because every one comes to our office: students, teachers, our
colleagues, extracurricular staff, non-teaching staff, school visitors... So it is stressful
sometimes.

Minja: What did you want to become when you grow up?
Zorana: A teacher.

Jasna: The job of the head of accounting is extremely responsible and stressful,
because you work on various portals. That work on portals is stressful because
portals almost do not tolerate errors, because errors are very difficult to correct. This
job requires precision and meeting deadlines. | also do the billing and payments to
employees. And when it comes to your following question - When | was little, |
dreamed of being a bank clerk.

Minja: Have you ever dreamed of working at a school?

Zorana: | changed my wish to be a teacher in the 4th grade of high school.

Jasna: | never saw myself working in a school. | have been working for almost 34
years now. Before school, | worked in Hospitality Industru - also as the head of
accounting. When that company closed, | moved to school. | feel that this job is not
adequately paid, and somehow we are the least visible in education and have
always been neglected as a service, especially in terms of salary.




Pavle: What do you think about growing up of today's generations and would you be
so kind to make a comparison with yours?

Zorana: Wow, a lot. | can responsibly claim that we grew up way too better and
healthier than you. We didn't have the internet, we didn't have mobile phones, but
we knew how to climb a tree, steal a cherry or an apple, jump rope, play leapfrog,
tag, freeze tag, hide and seek. We spent all day oitside, with friends. We went from
door to door and gathered friends. We could come back from the city after a walk in
the evening, without no fear. We felt safe. We did a lot more sports than you. We
were extremely supportive of each other. We left nothing in the tank. All for one, one
for all. And back then there were fights, but fair fights, which is not the case today.
Empathy was at a high level, and I'm sorry that | don't notice it enough in new
generations. We walked from one end of the city to the other to school, to training.
You spend the best part of your life being belittled, humiliated, where if a child
doesn't have enough resources, that child the object of ridicule. We had far less than
you, but we grew up more happily.

Jasna: Growing up used to be much healthier, more practical and more beautiful,
because we lived in an era without digitalization, without regard for social and
economic differences. Every day we went to someone else's house, gathered and in
that way developed, in addition to empathy, social skills. We used to maintain
friendships through letters, because there were no telephones, except for landlines,
which we sometimes used. Now friends sit together, everyone looks at their phone
and sometimes they don't speak at all. So, unfortunately, we grew up much better.




o Minja: And finally - thank you very much for welcoming us (Jasna and Zorana: Always!)
- What do you like to do in your free time?

o Zorana: Oh, | love to rest, go out with my friends, have someone come over, go visit
someone, set aside half an hour for a favorite TV show, series, read a good book when |
have time.

o Jasna: Besides all the duties | have, what | like most is spending free time with my
children, when we all get together. | also like to walk, that's what relaxes me the most.

o Minja and Pavle: Thank you so much for the conversation!
